Word Cleaner will allow you to:
· Automatically convert Word files (and .rtf & .txt files) to HTML/XHTML/TXT files. It will even convert all tables, images and other content of Word files. 
· Automatically clean up existing HTML files. 
· Create/edit conversion templates to allow you to perform powerful tasks such as find and replace/delete code/text. 
· Use the command line feature to automate tasks 
Microsoft Word files are the most common way that clients and users will give you information to put on the web. Word does have a ‘save as web page’ feature but the problem is that the HTML files that are created contain a lot of unnecessary code that simply increases the size of your files. In the past web designers and webmasters have had to clean out the code by hand - even tools such as the ‘clean up word html’ command in Dreamweaver are not very effective.
It’s important to note that the clean HTML feature can be used to clean up any HTML page and not just pages created by Word. 
We are web designers ourselves, who spent a lot of time converting our clients’ Word files and cleaning them up for use in their websites. We searched the web for a tool to automate the process but we couldn't find one, so we decided to build a tool ourselves!
The result is Word Cleaner, a utility designed by web designers to meet the needs of web designers.
[bookmark: _Toc412459362]How to use the program
Word Cleaner is a very simple program to use, but it is also an extremely powerful program that you can customise to meet your own needs. At a basic level Word Cleaner has 4 main features:
1. Convert Word documents (and .rtf & .txt files) to HTML/XHTML/TXT files 
2. Clean up existing HTML Pages 
3. Create your own conversion templates 
4. Powerful find and replace function 
5. Command line feature to automate tasks 


[bookmark: _Toc412459363]Guide to the Main Screen 
When you launch Word Cleaner you will see that we try to keep the interface simple. The areas below correspond to the screen grab at the bottom of this page. 
[bookmark: _Toc412459364]Toolbar:
· Add files button: click this button to browse for a file to convert. Note in the settings screen you can choose the files types you want to be selected.
· Add folder button: click this button to select a folder and convert/clean all the files in the folder. In settings screen you can turn off/on the option to scan sub folders.

[bookmark: _Toc412459370]Images
Images can be of three main types. Inline images are images that are part of the normal text flow, like this image of a green dot [image: ]. Inline images do not cause breaks in the text and are usually small in size.[image: ] The next category of image is a floating image, one that “floats “ on the page and is surrounded by text. Word supports more types of floating images than are possible with current website technology, so the conversion maps floating images to simple left and right floats, as you can see with the left and right arrow images on the sides of this paragraph.
The final type of image is a “block” image, one that becomes a paragraph on its own and has no text on either side. Above is a centered green dot.
[image: ][image: ]Centered images like this are useful for large pictures that should be a focus of attention.

This document has embedded the Ubuntu font family. The body text is in the Ubuntu typeface, here is some text in the Courier New typeface, notice how every letter has the same width, even i and m. Every embedded font will automatically be embedded in the output html during conversion.

You can do crazy things with paragraphs, if the urge strikes you. For instance this paragraph is right aligned and has a right border. It has also been given a light grey background.
For the lovers of poetry amongst you, paragraphs with hanging indents, like this often come in handy. You can use hanging indents to ensure that a line of poetry retains its individual identity as a line even when the screen is too narrow to display it as a single line. Not only does this paragraph have a hanging indent, it is also has an extra top margin, setting it apart from the preceding paragraph.

Tables in Word can vary from the extremely simple to the extremely complex. Word Cleaner tries to do its best when converting tables. While you may run into trouble with the occasional table, the vast majority of common cases should be converted very well, as demonstrated in this section. Note that for optimum results, when creating tables in Word, you should set their widths using percentages, rather than absolute units.  To the left of this paragraph is a floating two column table with a nice green border and header row.
Now let’s look at a fancier table—one with alternating row colours and partial borders. This table is stretched out to take 100% of the available width.

Miscellaneous structural elements you can add to your document, like footnotes, endnotes, dropcaps and the like.

Footnotes[footnoteRef:1] and endnotes[endnoteRef:1] are automatically recognized and both are converted to endnotes, with backlinks for maximum ease of use in ebook devices. [1:  In paged media, footnotes are usually displayed at the bottom of the text. However, on websites or in ebooks, a better paradigm is to make them clickable endnotes that the user can browse. This conversion is handled automatically by Word Cleaner.]  [1:  Endnotes are typically used for longer notes, they remain endnotes when converted into ebook form, except that they have an additional backlink to make it easy to return to the current position after reading the note.]

D
rop caps are used to emphasize the leading paragraph at the start of a section. In Word it is possible to specify how many lines of text a drop-cap should use. Because of limitations in ebook technology, this is not possible when converting.  Instead, the converted drop cap will use font size and line height to simulate the effect as well as possible. While not as good as the original, the result is usually tolerable. This paragraph has a “D” dropcap set to occupy three lines of text with a font size of 58.5 pts. Depending on the screen width and capabilities of the device you view the book on, this dropcap can look anything from perfect to ugly.

Two kinds of links are possible, those that refer to an external website and those that refer to locations inside the document itself. Both are supported by Word Cleaner. For example, here is a link pointing to the Word Cleaner download page. Then we have a link that points back to the section on paragraph level formatting in this document.
